On September 29, 2005, Sioux Valley-Southwestern Electric Cooperative, Inc. d/b/a Sioux 
Valley Energy (Sioux Valley) and the City of Madison (Madison) filed a joint request with the Public 
Utilities Commission for approval of an Electric Service Rights Exception. The exception would 
allow Madison to provide electrical service to Paul and Lora Ersland's new home located in Sioux 
Valley's territory. The new home is located in the SEA14 of Section 31, Township 107 North, Range 
52, West, Lake County, South Dakota. The Erslands have consented to the transfer. The 
agreement will automatically terminate upon removal or abandonment of such service. 

At its regularly scheduled meeting of November 1, 2005, the Commission considered the 
matter. Commission Staff recommended approval of the joint request. 

The Commission finds that it has jurisdiction over this matter pursuant to SDCL 49-34A, 
specifically 49-3444-42 and 49-34A-55. Further, the Commission finds that Madison may provide 
electrical service to Paul and Lora Ersland's new home as it will avoid unnecessary duplication of 
facilities, provide adequate electric service to all customers affected, and promote the efficient use 
and development of the electric systems of Sioux Valley and Madison. Further, the Commission 
finds that an exception to the assigned service territory is in the public interest and the request shall 
be granted. It is therefore 

ORDERED, that the request seeking approval of an exception to the assignment of service 
territory is hereby granted.
