On November 6,2006, the Public Utilities Commission (Commission) received an Application 
for Certificate of Authority from MCC Telephony of the Midwest, Inc. dlbla Mediacom to provide 
facilities-based and resold basic local exchange services. The services proposed will include non- 
switched, switched local services and special access services in the Castlewood, Elkton, Estelline, 
Hayti, Lake Norden and White rural exchange areas. 

On November 9, 2006, the Commission electronically transmitted notice of the filing and the 
intervention deadline of November 27, 2006, to interested individuals and entities. Interstate 
Telecommunications Cooperative, Inc. (ITC) filed to intervene on November 10, 2006. South 
Dakota Telecommunications Association filed to intervene on November 22,2006. At its regularly 
scheduled meeting of November 28, 2006, the Commission granted intervention to ITC. 

The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter pursuant to SDCL Chapters 1-26 and 49-31 
and ARSD 20:10:01 :I 5.05. 

At a regularly scheduled meeting of December 6, 2006, the Commission found that the 
Petition to lntervene of SDTA was timely filed and demonstrated good cause to grant intervention. 
The Commission granted intervention to SDTA. It is therefore 

ORDERED, that the Petition to lntervene of SDTA is hereby granted.
