On September 9, 2008, the Public Utilities Commission (Commission) received an
Application from Native American Telecom, LLC (Native American) for authority to provide local
exchange service on the Pine Ridge Indian Reservation.

On September 11, 2008, the Commission electronically transmitted notice of the filing and
the intervention deadline of September 26,2008, to interested individuals and entities. Great Plains
Communications (Great Plains) filed to intervene on September 25, 2008. Golden West
Telecommunications Cooperative (Golden West), Fort Randall Telephone Company (Fort Randall)
and South Dakota Telecommunications Association (SDTA) filed to intervene on September 26,
2008.

The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter pursuant to SDCL Chapters 1·26 and 49-31
and ARSD 20:10:01 :15.05.

At a regularly scheduled meeting of October 7, 2008, the Commission found that the
Petitions to Intervene were timely filed and demonstrated good cause to grant intervention. The
Commission granted intervention to Great Plains, Golden West, Fort Randall and SDTA.

It is therefore

ORDERED, that the Petitions to Intervene of Great Plains, Golden West, Fort Randall and
SDTA are hereby granted.
